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Clemson’s Public Service Commitment 2013
FY2013-14 Budget Request

Clemson Public Service Activities (PSA) is part of a national network of 50 major land-grant universities—one in each state—that work in concert with the USDA National Institute of Food and Agriculture. Clemson PSA has state and federal mandates to conduct research, extension and regulatory programs that support economic growth in South Carolina’s largest industry – agriculture and forestry, or agribusiness – which contributes $34 billion and 200,000 jobs to the state economy. 
We are requesting the following state investments in the science needed for South Carolina to be competitive in 21st century agribusiness.
	Recurring Budget 


Advanced Plant Technology  $2 million
To fund research and extension scientists to improve crop yield and quality through breeding and field trials to select superior varieties for SC growers and drive agriculture’s impact on economic development-based at Pee Dee REC with statewide impact.
Precision Agriculture  $1 million
To fund agricultural engineers and extension scientists to develop Intelligent River technology for the Intelligent Farm that maximizes productivity and minimizes environmental impact by applying fertilizer, pesticide and irrigation water only in the locations and amounts needed – based at Edisto REC with statewide impact. 
Veterinary Diagnostic Center $300,000
To fund a veterinary pathologist and a quality control manager, and provide operational support required to maintain accreditation by the American Association of Veterinary Laboratory Diagnosticians – based at Livestock-Poultry Health with statewide impact. 

Emerging Farmer Agribusiness  $1 million
To fund extension scientists to develop an agribusiness program that advises emerging farmers in risk assessment, crops and cropping systems, capital investments and enterprise budgets – based in statewide county offices.
	Capital Budget 


Advanced Plant Technology  $3 million

To provide new laboratories for advanced plant breeding, molecular genetics and new crop development at the Pee Dee REC, replacing 25-year-old facilities and completing the FY12-13 funding request. Updated facilities will provide modern controlled environments for researchers to address improved crop yield and quality issues for SC growers to enhance the economic impact of agriculture. 
Agricultural Research Equipment $5 million

To provide modern equipment required for agricultural research where scientists develop new technologies to improve the efficiency and competitiveness of agricultural production – based at the Pee Dee REC in Florence, Edisto REC in Blackville, Coastal REC in Charleston, and on Clemson’s main campus with statewide impact.
